Configuring Connections and Logging into the Oracle Discoverer9i
The following instructions should assist the user in the setting up a new connection and connecting to the latest version of Discoverer.  The setup is slightly different from the original.

1. To access the Discoverer, open a web browser session and enter the web address https://nowadhoc.cnrf.navy.mil/discoverer.  There will be two links on the page. One to Discoverer Viewer and one to Discoverer Plus. The majority of users only have access through the Viewer. Therefore, the remainder of this text walks the user through this end. Select the Viewer link to proceed.

2.  When opening the page the user will get the traditional security alert about the security certificate.  Click Yes to continue.

3. The following screen will appear when the page has been loaded.  The first time the page is loaded, there will be no connections present.
